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Designating international schools in Japan

The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) designates international in Japan,
thereby granting eligibility for admittance to Japan’s universities to those who have completed the courses of such
schools. The designation process is as follows:

The corresponding national government or that government’s embassy in Japan certifies that the
international school’s coursework “is equivalent to the coursework of the high school in that country.”
