Serf refers to little extra decorative lines on the ends of letters,
looking like small feet or tails. These lines create differences in line thickness within each letter of serif fonts. Sans serif fonts, as
suggested by “sans” meaning “without” in French, maintain a wuniform line thickness throughout.

As shown, the Iline thickness, size, and shape of letters can greatly affect your interpretation of the text. A specific  style of letter
design is known as a typeface. The word “font” is wused more commonly to cover variations within a typeface, such as italic, bold,

and different sizes.

If there were only one font available, it would be harder for vyou to express nuanced meanings. To make the warning sign more
eye-catching and express urgency, what can you do? Would you choose a font with thicker lines, or would you like it to be italicized
and larger? Either way, appropriate letter design is an important part of written communication.

Fonts can be divided into two basic types: serif and sans serif. Serif refers to little extra decorative lines on the ends of letters,
looking lke small feet or tails. These lines create differences in line thickness within each letter of serif fonts, Sans serif fonts, as

suggested by “sans” meaning ‘“without” in French, maintain a uniform line thickness throughout.
The choice between the two can affect text readability. Sans serif fonts may have advantages on digital screens due to their simplicity,

which comes from the thicker lines and the lack of serifs, On the other hand, serif fonts may be preferred for reading on paper

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Tange was born in Osaka Pre in 1913 and grew up in FEhime Pre e. In 1930, he entered high school in Hiroshima, where he
focused his studies on  science, During this time, he «came across Le Corbusier's architecture, Impressed by his designs, Tange decided
to major in architecture at university. He often asked himself, “When 1 look at a piece of art and it moves me, I wonder: What
is it that makes me feel this way?"

He entered university in Tokyo in 1935 but toward the end of the war, he experienced a tragedy. He was informed that his father
had fallen sick and died. While on his way back to FEhime, he heard that his hometown had been hit by air raids and that his
mother had also died. On the same day, the atomic bomb was dropped on Hiroshima.

After the war, the war reconstruction institute was established, and architects were responsible for wurban reconstruction plans throughout Japan.
People estimated Hiroshima would stay damaged for at least 70 years. Even in such a situation, Tange was among the first to offer

help in  rebuilding Hiroshima.

Tange had a strategic design for the Peace Memorial Park. He established a horizontal axis along Peace Boulevard from east to west, and

a wvertical axis from south to north toward the A-Bomb Dome. This layout directs visitors to look toward the Dome and emphasizes its
importance,

The main building of the Museum serves as the entrance to the Park. The first floor is vraised with pilars, creating spaces called
pilotis. As visitors walk from Peace Boulevard through the pilotis toward the cenotaph, they can see Tange's vision: a «clear ftribute to

Japan's history and recovery.

Just after the war, some people felt that the Dome should be pulled down because it recalled the tragedy of the bombing. Tange
said it should be kept as a symbol so that we would never forget the realities of war He considered it an integral part of the
Park. He believed that peace is not something that just happens; people have to work for it This special place created by Tange
shouldnt only be a reminder of peace; it should also actively help create peace. Tange envisioned Hiroshima as “a peacemaking factory.”
