English as an official language would cause confusion. That’s not relevant. It would cause no problem for
Japanese people because signs will be displayed in both Japanese and English, for example. They mistakenly
believe that Japanese will no longer be used in society if we adopt English as an official language.

Their second point was the cost. It’s true, but they are missing the point because it also has merits. It would
give translators and interpreters more jobs and contribute to the growth of the Japanese economy. In fact,
the high cost is a big advantage.
