“Our
teschers meed more information sbout this”
ke z3id. Parier wants to hold special clazzes for
teachers this summer The dasses would help
them understand the problems young people
face.

However Parker suggested that other steps are
also mecessary. For example, sccording to recent
studies, students are more comforsble salking
to counselors than to teachers. One reason is
that students @n ik o counselors in private.
This afows students to discuss their feelings.
thoughts, and personal experiences mare
easily. “Pechaps most impartantly,” said Packer,
“counselors are trained to be good fstmners”
Mary schoolz offer job counseling to sudents,
but not advice sbout personal problems. Parker
wanis hiz schoaol to hine more counselors 3= soan
2= possinle.

The situation at Greenhill schools is serous
and requires immediate action. | would like
we offer some advice, based on my many
years of experience as a junior high school
veacher. First, the classes in our local schools
are simply too large. Teachers cannot handle
=0 many students at enoe. Research has shown
that when schaols reduce class sizes, studant
performance improves. Teachers can spend
mare time with each stsdent, and students
get o know their beachers better This may
not: sodve alt of the current probtems, but ftis
a good place to start.

I also believe that many teachers do not
understand the challenges faced by today’s

\Awa'g o solve this problem
iz to give teachers better traiming. For
example, they could attend classes to leam
about how student behavior is affected by
stress at home. The classes could also provide
information about new kinds of fllegal drugs
and what their dangers are. If veachers do not
have this type of special training, they will
not ba able to help students. The problems in
our schools will only get worse.
