Despite technological advances and the recent popularity of electronic books
(e-books), printed books are still the preferred choice as textbooks at American
universities. Research was conducted on 19 university campuses by an organization
aimed at helping companies better understand university students’ buying habits. It
found that 74% of university students preferred printed books, and 53% were unsure
about purchasing e-books or would not consider buying them even if they were
available. Perhaps for this reason, many universities are using both: they use printed
books as the main text for a course and e-books as extra materials.

Despite their doubts about this new technology, American university students are
still more enthusiastic about e-books than students in Europe. 15% more American
university students use e-books than university students in the United Kingdom,
Germany, the Netherlands, and Denmark. One publishing company noted that e-books
are simply less common in these countries, and that European universities promote their
use less often.

American students explain their preference for printed books by claiming that they
are easier to read and to write notes in. However, some American students say digital
textbooks are cheaper, more convenient to carry, and easier to use when trying to find
particular topics or passages.

Publishing companies are constantly improving e-books to make them more
attractive for use as textbooks to university students around the world. One major
publishing company reports that they account for over 50% of their higher education
sales. However, it is highly unlikely that publishing companies will ever stop producing
printed books.
