	(2) Research Plan and Methods
The applicant should clearly and succinctly summarize and describe the details of Scientific Research on Innovative Areas (Publicly Offered Research) –4, 5 “Research Plan and Methods”.(about a half page; up to one page, including “Research Objectives and Others”)


	Research Objectives
The applicant shall indicate the general nature of the research area and the specific research objectives clearly and specifically with the literature referred to as needed. In particular, details shall be given clearly with a focus on the following points. In the description, refer to "Research Outline of Research Areas Showed on Attached Table 1” in the Application Procedures" (cf. Attached Table 2 of the Application Procedures) and the rules concerning the screening for Grant-in-Aid for Scientific Research on Innovative Areas. (within 2 pages)
1) Scientific background for the proposed research (e.g., domestic and overseas trends related to the proposed research and positioning of this research in the relevant field; applicant’s research history leading to the conception of this research proposal based on applicant’s hitherto research activities; and details of achievements of past research work where the purpose of this project is to attain a greater level of knowledge in a similar area)

2) What will be elucidated, and to what extent and how will it be pursued during the research period

3) Point of contributing to promotion of the area in question

4) Point that creation of new research is expected by organically connecting an area which the applicant specializes in and the research of the research area in question

5) Scientific characteristics, originality and expected results and significance of the research (plan) in the area

6) If the research is scheduled to receive funding from continuous KAKENHI or other research funds (research funds from ministries and agencies, municipalities, research fund organizations, private companies, etc.) in FY2021, differences between continuous research projects in question and this research project


	Research Plan and Methods
< The plan should be divided into one for FY2021 and one for FY2022. >

The applicant should provide details of the research plan and the methods for achieving the research objectives in a clear and specific manner. The plan should be divided into one for FY2021 and one for FY2022. The literature should be referred to as needed and main points focused on. (within 2 pages)
In addition, if Research Collaborators participate, in order to clearly indicate the general view of the research team, state the roles of Research Collaborators [overseas co-researchers, company-employed researchers not eligible to apply for KAKENHI, other persons offering research support, such as technical experts and intellectual property specialists, graduate students and others (the names and the number of members may be stated)] in addition to roles of Principal Investigators, as needed.

Moreover, if the research environment changes significantly halfway through the research period, due to personnel changes, retirements, etc., the applicant should also describe the way how the location of the implementation of the research is secured, research implementation methods, etc.


	State of Preparations for the Research Plan and Methods to Disseminate the Research Achievements to Society and Citizens
The following points should be highlighted and stated in a clear and specific manner: (within 1 page)
1) The state of preparation for starting the research, such as coordination and contact with research members, in case there are Research Collaborators (This should be stated if appropriate.)
2) How the research achievements are disseminated to society and members of the public


	Research Funding Received and Achievements
State the achievements of funded research that is being effectively used for planning the current research from the grants that the applicant has received (including KAKENHI, research funding provided by his or her research institution, research funding paid by any ministry/office, local public organization, research promotion corporation, private corporation and any current research funding). Classify the grants into KAKENHI and others. The following should be taken into consideration: (within 1 page)
1) For each research funding, state the research category (name of the system for research funding other than KAKENHI), period (fiscal year), title of the research project, whether the applicant is the Principal Investigator or Co-Investigator and research expenditure (direct expense). Also give a clear statement of the research achievements and the results of interim assessment, after-the-fact assessment and research progress assessment (only to be made by the funding organizations).

	Research Achievements or Others of Previous Publicly Offered Research
If the applicant whose research was selected as Publicly Offered Research of the research area starting in FY2018 applies for Publicly Offered Research in the same area, describe previous research results and the situation of contribution to promoting the research area. Moreover, if he or she is not applicable to the above, describe "not applicable". (within 1 page)
Note) The research period of Publicly Offered Research is two years (the second to third year and the fourth to the fifth year of the set period of the area), and calls for proposals are organized in the first year and the third year of the set period of the area.


	Issues Relevant to Human Right Protection and Legal Compliance (cf. Application Procedures for Grants-in-Aid for Scientific Research)
In case the proposed research involves such issues that require obtaining consent and/or cooperation of the third party, consideration in handling of personal information, or actions related bioethics and/or biosafety (including the laws and regulations and the guidelines in the country/region(s) where the joint international research is to be conducted), the planned measures and actions for these issues should be stated within 1 page.

	Applicant’s Ability to Conduct the Research and the Research Environment
In this column, descriptions of (1) applicant’s hitherto research activities, and (2) research environments including research facilities and equipment, research materials, etc. relevant to the conduct of the proposed research should be given within 2 pages to show the feasibility of the research plan by the applicant (PI).
If the applicant has taken leave of absence from research activity for some period (e.g. due to maternity and/or child-care), he/she may choose to write about it in “(1) applicant’s hitherto research activities”.


* Note:
1. The description in this column is to explain the feasibility of the research plan. On citing research achievements (research papers, books, patents, invited talks, etc.) they should be given not as an exhaustive list but as supporting evidence to prove the applicant’s ability to conduct the proposed research.
2. Sufficient information should be given so that the reviewers can identify the research achievements.

In the case of a research paper, for example, the relevant bibliographic information, including the title of the paper, the author(s), the title and the volume of the journal, the publication year, and the pages of the article should be given.

3. The research papers that can be cited are only those already published or accepted for publication.
4. These notes written in italics should be deleted when filling this column.
