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_ Our project-based research
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Hello everyone! We are from Mie Prefectural Ujiyamada Commercial High School. We call
it “Yamasho” for short. I am Yuki Takeda. I am Sana Nakahara. And I am Emi Daimon. Yamasho
is located in Ise city in Mie Prefecture. Our school motto is “Greetings are a Treasure!” so if you
have a chance to visit our school, you will see many students and teachers greeting others in a loud
voice in the hallways. Also, Yamasho students are energetic and motivated to do their best both in
academics and club activities. Yamsho is full of Genkiness!

Today, we would like to talk about what we did in our project-based research and what we
have learned. The aims of our project-based research are 1. to learn what we can do to achieve
SDGs, or Sustainable Development Goals, on a daily basis and to carry them out in our everyday
lives, and 2. to understand what we lack by looking into some advanced actions from pioneering
countries and areas such as Sweden and other local cities in our prefecture that are making a
constant effort to realize SDGs.

In Ise city, where Yamasho is located, the population is about 120,000. However, the annual
number of people who visit Ise is 6,420,000. That’s because the beautiful nature and delicious food
of Ise never cease to attract visitors from not only Japan but also from foreign countries. How long
will we will be able to maintain the beauty of Ise Shima nature in the future? It all depends on how
we act. Our city has to develop in the future, but at the same time, we need to sustain our nature

and resources. This kind of discussion has been addressed globally and that’s why lots of people



are currently paying attention to the SDGs, or Sustainable Development Goals.

As many of you already know, SDGs were set in 2015 by the United Nations, and they consist
of 17 goals and 169 targets. To realize these goals, what should we do? That was the beginning of
our project-based research.

' Originally, we were planning to go to Sweden to see how the country has been making efforts
to realize SDGs. However, due to the COVID-19 situation, we had to cancel our trip to Sweden.
There was no choice but to come up with alternatives, and we decided to visit Sendai, Miyagi.
Unfortunately, however, we were told to cancel our trip to Sendai by the Board of Education. So,
we had to think about something that is doable in Mie.

‘ First we went to Iﬁabe—city, which is located at the very north of Mie. Inabe-city has been
designated as a “SDGs Future City” by the Japanese Government. Inabe-city has been working on
3 things; the environment, the economy, and the society. As for the environment, they are trying to
decrease the amount of waste. Regarding the economy, they started working on the development of
commercial facilities using natural resources found in Inabe. Inabe is a mountainous area with
beautiful rivers. One of the commercial facilities is “Nigiwai no Mori” or “Forest of Prosperity.”
Regarding the society, Inabe city has been working on creating Green Tourism and the utilization
of ICT for better education.

We also had a chance to listen to a Japanese person who lives in Sweden. How does Sweden
have something to do with the SDGs? Why Sweden? That’s because Sweden is ranked number one
in the Sustainable Development Report, which presents how well countries can perform in meeting
the SDGs. We listened to Ms. Unger Kumiko, who is married to a Swedish husband with two kids.

Through the online lecture with Ms. Unger, we learned the differences between Japan’s
approach and Sweden’s approach toward realizing the SDGs.

First, the gender roles are taken differently. In Sweden, there is no such a thing as a stay-
home mom, or breadwinner husband. A stay-home mom is considered “unemployed” in Sweden. In
almost all families, both parents work. Both men and women are eligible to take childcare leave,
and to receive financial support to raise children. On the other hand, in Japan, there are still many
people who believe that men and women have different roles.

Second, Swedish people have a higher tendency to accept people’s differences than Japanese
people. Sweden has been accepting many immigrants from other countries and there are many
different races of people there. It is natural that everyone is different, and people in Sweden
embrace it openly. However, in Japan, people can be too close minded about people who are
different from others and they may try to shut them out from society.

Ms. Unger told us that people in Sweden have more sense of commitment toward realizing
the SDGs than Japanese people. She said that Swedish people always think “What I, as an individual,
can do” to contribute to the society. We believe that these differences between Sweden and Japan
have something to do with the education.

Lastly, we would like to share what we learned from SDGs card games that we played. In
this game, we were put into groups of two, and each group represented a country. We were then

given cards which had missions to-complete. On each card, the missions include time and money



they need to use to complete the mission. We learned that cooperation among people and among

countries is needed to maintain a good balance of economy, society, and environment.

In conclusion, through our project-based research, to achieve the SDGs, we learned the

importance of both the citizens’ sense of commitment and the government’s actions. Even if the

government has a perfect plan to achieve the SDGs, but people are indifferent to these issues, SDGs

will never be achieved. Therefore, what we can do from now on is to think about what I, as an
individual, can do to contribute to our society and the earth.
