Biomimetics

Biomimetics is the study of nature intended to enable us to understand how
natural processes thrive or solve problems. Humans have been curious about
nature for centuries. We observe nature and use our imagination to apply what
we have discovered to create many products and advancements in technology.
Copying what occurs in nature can help scientists create new ways for humans
to improve their lives. Some environmental problems have even been fixed
through biomimetics.

For example, the problem of heating and cooling a house using gas or oil
leads to negative environmental effects such as air pollution, water pollution,
thermal pollution, solid waste disposal and climate change. To solve the problems
of the rapidly changing temperature that occurs in Africa, one architect
examined termites to understand how they build their mounds. Termite mounds
consist of many chimneys and air holes that naturally allow air to warm or cool it
as it flows through them. In this way, the architect of a shopping center in
Zimbabwe used chimneys and windows to construct a building that stays at
reasonable temperatures throughout the year. The building does not rely on a
conventional air conditioning system that would use large amounts of energy.

Another example can be seen in how lotus plants repel water and dirt.
Keeping a home or business clean can require several cleaning products that may
cause harm to the environment. Lotus plants have microscopic bumps on their
surface that keep the dirt at the surface until the rain simply washes it away.
This solution for keeping a surface clean is being used to make exterior wall
surfaces that are self-cleaning. This means people can stop using harmful
chemicals to keep buildings and homes clean. If the surfaces are kept clean for
a longer period of time, we will also be able to cut down on the need to repaint
them.

In conclusion, nature affords many unique and useful processes and
attributes that can be used to improve our environment. Be curious about nature

so that we can preserve it.

One of the benefits of Al is to solve the labor shortage in Japan. I believe
AI can solve this problem.
